WelcomeñReceive with pleasure and hospitality into oneõs 
company or home.   

` To receive or accept gladly. 
 

Hospitality ñThe act or practice of welcoming guest with 
warmth and generosity.  

 

Welcome and hospitality  are central to the still speaking  Godõs 
message and spirit. Hospitality in the lives of Godôs people in the 
Bible was a response to the very welcoming nature of God. The 
practice of extravagant welcome and hospitality is evident 
throughout the scriptural narratives of the Hebraic families and 
prophets. Welcome was seen as akin to worship, for in 
welcoming another, not only was the other welcomed but also 
the divine ñshekinahó, the holy presence of God that is in each 
person was recognized and affirmed. 
 

Extravagant welcome and hospitality were central to Jesusõ 
ministry and teaching. When the disciples tried to keep the 
children away from him, he said, òLet the little children come to 
me, and do not stop them; for it is to such as these that the 
kingdom of God belongs.ó (Luke 18:16) òWhoever welcomes one 
such child in my name welcomes me.ó (Matthew 18:5)  Indeed, 
Jesus welcomed and was welcomed by many who were not 
welcomed by others or by the religious community.  
 

So central was welcome to Jesusõ teaching that in a parable he 
warned that we would be blessed or judged by our hospitality  
to strangers. òCome, you that are blessedé, inherit the kingdom 
prepared for you from the foundation of the world; foré I was a 
stranger and you welcomed me.ó (Matthew 25) 
 

The ministry of the early Christian community and teaching was 
expressed in its hospitality and welcome. 
St. Paul wrote to the Romans, òContribute to the needs of the 
saints; extend hospitality to strangers.ó (12:13) And the author 
of 1 Peter reminded the early church communities, òBe 
hospitable to one another without complaining.ó (4:9)
