It comes from an eagerness to discover what fascinates 
another possibly even beyond what fascinates us.  It comes from 
taking the time needed to listen to anotherõs dreams, curiosities 
and questions without judgment.  The second element which I 
gleaned relates specifically to our common fascination with Jesus 
Christ.  What would our faith community look like if we were all 
seeking ways to hear a child or an adult talk about their faith?  
What if the curiosity of a confirmand kept us looking for new 
discoveries in our own faith?   What if we came to worship one 
morning and all we did was listen to each other about how the 
word of God fascinates us. 
 I look forward in my next six months with you discovering 
what fascinates you.  I hope that you take the time needed to 
discover what fascinates others at Zion across generation and 
friendships.
