This past Sunday we created a sacred space in our 
Sunday morning routine to lift up the lives of 
seven young people which God has entrusted to 
our care.  Many of you shared with me how 
touched you were by the service, especially during 
the ritual of laying on of hands or when the 
Confirmands shared their confirmation scriptures.  

One of you shared with me that sacrament of baptism offered to one of 
our young people reminded you of your spiritual connection with all 
children of the church and your promise to guide them.  When the 
children of the church become our focus amazing things can happen.  
When we see the impact that the church can have on the life of our 
children, it affirms our individual and collective role within that life.  
God has given us a miraculous gift to be the face of Christ and the 
purveyor of the Holy Spirit to one another.  When we share that gift 
with a child we have entered into òGodly playó. 

òGodly playó is a term coined by Jerome Berryman, an Episcopal priest 
and theologian, to describe an approach to children's spiritual 
formation that is based on creating a sacred space in which to present 
the stories of our faith, wonder about them together, and then allow 
the children open-ended opportunities to engage the story on their 
own terms.  I was introduced to the Rev. Berryman and his insights 
into spirituality while in seminary.  Creating that sacred space in

which children and adults are seeing the mysteries of God through a 
childõs lens of the world has been a focus of my pastoral leadership 
ever since that encounter with Rev. Berryman. 

At Zion, I believe we have an amazing summer ahead of us in which 
òGodly playó can guide time together.  This is play.  It is Godly.  It is 
meeting God along with children.  It means creating sacred space and 
time for children in our worship services, our fellowship time, our 
conversations, and our Bible study.  Our Judeo - Christian faith stories 
are very powerful and offer plenty to think about even without our 
elaboration on what they òmean.ó  I have found that Godly play can be 
deeply satisfying for the adults who engage in the stories along with 
the children.  What a gift for we, the spiritual parents, to bring to our 
families ʒ Godõs families! 

Here are some places in which you can participate in òGodly playó 
with Zion:  

With one worship service, during the summer months, we all 
will have the chance to be the face of Christ before another.  
Possibly someone we have not had a chance to encounter 
before. 

During worship we will create sacred space and time for our 
children to hear some amazing stories of faith and then give 
them time with caring adults to engage the story on their own 
terms. 

On Wednesday evening all are invited to òWOWó a very 
special worship experience which is held on the church lawn 
of Zion.  

Volunteer this coming Sunday to participate in our July 
offering of Vacation Bible School.  VBS is one of those very 
special places where òGodly playó is in full supply. 

Most importantly, in order to participate in òGodly playó you and 
your family need to be with us.  My prayer for the entire summer is 
that God will gently guide you to worship on Sundays and 
Wednesdays by reminding you how important you are to Zion and 
Zion is to you.
